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  With the European Neighbourhood Policy (ENP) the EU is revising its geopolitical interests toward its new neighbours, or as they are more commonly called partner-countries, which do not have immediate prospect of the EU accession. The main ENP goal is to share the benefits of the 2004 enlargement in such areas as security, stability and prosperity. The strategic goals of the ENP are based on a series of looming threats as well as on collaborative partnerships (in political, economic and cultural spheres) in order to manage any security crisis. A common Action Plan is a political document which facilitates participation in different activities and programmes of the EU as well as profits from the European Neighbourhood Instrument for each country.
  The greatest advantage of this kind of cooperation is economic character of the agreement, individual approach to each state which means the possibility to have a wide range of agreements based on different prospects.
ENP-Ukraine

The Ukraine has declared that it strives for the EU accession in the medium term. Poland and Slovakia support this wish. The Ukraine tries to use its beneficial geopolitical position of a balance between the EU and Russia. That is why the Ukraine does not want to be put into the same category as the Middle East states.
 What the Ukraine expects to gain from the EU can be summarized as follows:

· The EU Action Plan must define the areas where the country should carry out the necessary reforms, and then accession to the EU should become a perspective.

· Agreement of clear goals and timetables for its markets and trade facilitation

· Facilitate the visas issues

The EU should expect the following from the Ukraine:

· Free and fair presidential elections
· Progress in creating legal instruments, freedom of media, fight against corruption, development of civil society
· Equitable access to Ukrainian market for European enterprises

· Orientation of the Ukrainian foreign policy towards regional and sub-regional cooperation

ENP—Moldova

  In 2003 Moldavian government defined the rapprochement to the EU a main goal of their foreign policy. This way Moldova strives to resolve its domestic problems. In political sphere- to manage the conflict in Pridnestrovie, increase stability, develop democracy. In economic sphere -- to eliminate the syndrome of ‘provincial economy’, attract investments, and obtain access to the European market, its funds and new technologies. In social sphere -- to meet the European standards in education, medical treatment, human rights.

  As for barriers which interfere Moldova to pave its way to the EU one can mention poor legal instruments, a lack of qualified personnel and institutions, not completed reforms and indefinite Moldova’s position towards its future status in the EU.
ENP—BELARUS

  Belarus considers its neighbourhood to the EU its strategic advantage. Although the Belarusian economic relations with the EU are rather dynamic there is still a room for manoeuvre. 

   In general, the Belarusian side supports the ENP as one which forms a ‘ring of friends’ along the European boarders. Despite political limits, set by Brussels’ authorities, which interfere a full-scale participation of the Republic of Belarus in the ENP, since 2003 this country has been taken part in three so-called ‘neighborhood programs’ (Belarus-Poland-Ukraine, Belarus-Latvia-Lithuania, Belarus- Baltic region).
     The Belarusian authorities bring forward a concept of ‘responsible neighbourhood’ based on guarantees of taking into account national interests and respect for sovereignty and flexible cooperation on bi- and multilateral levels. The Belarusian side supported the polish idea of developing the so-called ‘Eastern dimension’ toward Russia, Belarus, Moldova and Ukraine.

 In general the ENP does not normalise the relations between the EU and Belarus. Moreover, in some areas it worsens the existing situation:

· The candidate-states’ support of the political isolation of  Belarus

· Adoption of the candidate-countries of  the trade rules with the third countries

· Decreasing financial support for Belarus within TASIS program

Among the positive functions of the ENP for Belarus should be mentioned:

· Recognition of Belarus as a neighbour-country

· Regional approach in establishment stable cooperation with the CIS countries via Russia for which the ENP is only a little part of its ‘strategic partnership ’ with the EU

· More efficient trans boarder cooperation
In conclusion, it should be mentioned that for sure, for the Republic of Belarus a full-scale cooperation with the EU is a vital necessity. It is clear, that without normalization of political relations between these two actors we can hardly imagine effective use of the benefits caused by the last enlargement. And it seems, that only considered domestic and foreign policy in all spheres can serve a pillar of security, stable development and prosperity for each state.
